Before donating blood, donors needed to fill in the donor form to update
donor's personal data and to make sure they were healthy.

Next, they had to have their fingers pricked
or a haemoglobin test to ensure that their
blood iron content met the criteria for ability to
donate. Then, the donation lasted about 7-10
minutes and 300 mls to 450 mls of blood was
4, taken from each donor. After donation, donors

can then enjoy the drinks and snacks offered
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in order to replenish the liquid lost.

Luckily, all donors donated their blood_
successfully. They were brave as they"
were not afraid of the procedure. They
all seemed to enjoy donating their blood
because they knew their blood would be
useful to patients.
